On the Determination of the Functioning of the People’s Representative Assembly of
Kampuchea and the Standing Committee of the People’s Representative Assembly of
Kampuchea.

The President of the State Presidium of Democratic Kampuchea,

basing on the constitution of Democratic Kampuchea adopted by the third National Congress
on 14 December 1975, the Decision of the People’s Representative Assembly of Kampuchea
in the first Plenary Session of the First Legislature, which seated from 11-13 April 1976 on
the appointment of the State Presidium, and the Decision of the Kampuchean People’s
Representative Assembly in the first Plenary Session of the First Legislature on the
functioning of the Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly and the Standing
Committee of the Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly adopted from 11-13 April
1976,

hereby promulgates the Kram with the following substance:
I. On the People’s Representative Assembly of Kampuchea:

Article 1: Each of the Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly members must
continue to stay close to his/her grassroot, sharing their difficulties and
happiness, knowing peoples’ hearts, understanding their requests, that is,
remaining close with unions and factories, cooperatives, work sites, irrigation
systems, his/her unit, by sharing efforts to build and defend the country with
the people, workers and farmers, laborers, male and female combatants and
cadres of the Kampuchean Revolutionary Army in order to balance their
status as real representatives of Kampuchean people, farmers, laborers and
Revolutionary Army.

Article 2: The Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly shall open its plenary,
regular session once a year for the purpose of:

Making and adopting laws

Proposing annual policies—domestic and foreign

Examining and following up the activities of the President of State
Presidium, the Government and Judicial Committee, and examining

the quality and shortfall of the three State organs and re-orienting the
annual work of these three organs.

In special cases, the People’s Representative Assembly can open a special
plenary session as invited by the President of the Standing Committee of the
Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly.

The Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly shall not open a plenary
session unless there is a quorum of fifty percent.

Decisions on important matters regarding domestic and foreign policies shall
be valid unless by an absolute majority of the Kampuchean People’s
Representative Assembly

The Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly shall have the full right
to determine major issues.

International treaties and agreements with a particular country shall be valid as
long as they are adopted by an absolute majority vote by the Kampuchean
People’s Representative.

I1. On the Standing Committee of the Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly

In between a plenary session of the Kampuchean People’s Representative
Assembly, there shall be a standby organ of the Assembly to implement and to
follow up the decisions made by the plenary session of the Assembly and to
prepare documents for the plenary session of the Assembly to adopt. The
standby organ is called the Standing Committee of the Kampuchean People’s
Representative Assembly.

The Standing Committee of the Kampuchean People’s Representative
Assembly consists of 10 members:

One Chairman

One First Deputy
One Second Deputy
Seven Members

The president of the Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly shall be
the chairman of the Standing Committee of the Kampuchean People’s
Representative Assembly.

The Standing Committee of the Kampuchean People’s Representative shall be
elected by an absolute majority vote.

III. On special circumstances where the Kampuchean People’s Representative

Assembly is unable to operate

special circumstances which prevent the Kampuchean People’s
Representative Assembly from functioning normally, such as in a time of war:

The People’s Representative Assembly of Kampuchea shall open its
session in another place in Kampuchea other than in the Capital City of
Phnom Penh to be determined by the Standing Committee of the
Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly.

In circumstances where an election cannot take place as scheduled, the
Kampuchean People’s Representative Assembly shall continue its
mandate until the situation becomes normal and a re-election occurs. In
this situation, if necessary, the Kampuchean People’s Representative
Assembly can delegate its duty to the Standing Committee of the
People’s Representative Assembly that converts itself into the
legislature in the name of the Kampuchean People’s Representative
Assembly for a period of time to be determined by the People’s
Representative Assembly of Kampuchea.

This Kram shall be implemented from today onward.
